Competition Classes

The competition is for all classes of qualified paraglider pilot, with the emphasis being on introducing Service Pilots to competition flying.  The competition will consist of the following:

The Inter-Services Team Trophy Competition.

b.
The Inter-Services Individual Champion of the Novice, Intermediate and Open Classes.


c.
The Royal Navy Individual Champion in the Novice and Open Classes.


d.
The Army Individual Champion in the Novice and Open Classes.


e.
The Army Team Cup


f.
The RAF Individual Champion in the Novice and Open Classes.


g.
Best Guest pilot.

Entry Classes

4.
Entry Classes.  The championship will contain the following classes:


a.
Novice class.  For pilots who are ‘Club Pilot’ qualified with less than 10 hours airtime. Successful applicants will be loaded onto an Intermediate Paragliding Course run by JSHPC running concurrent with the Championships.  


b.
Intermediate Class.  For pilots who are ‘Club Pilot’ qualified with more than 10 hours airtime and who are able to demonstrate that they are current at the time of the competition. 

c. Open Class.  For pilots who are ‘Club Pilot’ qualified with more than 50 hours airtime who are able to demonstrate to Team Captains that they are current and  competent to  attempt cross country tasks in thermic UK flying conditions.  Final allocation of pilots into the Open Class will be decided by Team Captains and the Meet Director. 

Eligibility

6.
Eligibility.  The competition is open to Regular Service Personnel.  Volunteer and Regular Reserve Forces Personnel (Royal Navy Reserve, Royal Marines Reserve, Territorial Army, Royal Auxiliary Air Force, Royal Fleet Reserve, Army Reserve and Royal Air Force Reserve), MOD Civilian employees and Service Dependants may enter as guest pilots; Regular and Volunteer Reserve personnel must be on duty.  All others must be members of the BHPA and are advised to take out adequate personal accident and life insurance.  Open Class pilots are eligible to apply for the Advanced Flying Training Course; Intermediate Class Pilots may be eligible depending upon experience, but should also consider applying for one of the JSHPC’s PG intermediate pilot courses.
